AUSTRALIA WINS INAUGURAL FOUR NATIONS CUP

New Zealand staged an impressive fight
back but it wasn't enough as Australia won
the inaugural Four Nations Cup by 11 shots
in fine and warm conditions at The Hills
near Arrowtown.

Australia, who held a 14 shot lead heading into the
final round courtesy of superb rounds from Brett
Drewitt (65) and Todd Sinnott (66), were too far out
of reach from the Kiwis who fought hard in the final
18 holes.

The 11 shot margin flattered the Australian team as
it was a tense afternoon on the championship
layout when the Kiwis at one stage closed to within
three shots.

New Zealand number one Ryan Fox led the charge
on Sunday with a five under par 67 that was aptly
backed up by Ben Campbell (69) and Mathew Perry
(70). The three, who had been the dominant players
all week for New Zealand, combined for an
impressive 10 under total.

17th, Perry made a triple on 12 and bogey on 15 and
Campbell made back to back bogeys on 12 and 13.

All of a sudden the three shot deficit was out to 10
and it made the job that much easier for the
Australian team.

"We all found trouble at about the same time which
was disappointing,” said the 24-year-old Fox, who is
preparing to turn professional at the end of 2011.

“We knew we had to get off to a fast start and we
did that and then coming into the last few holes
maybe we chased it a bit hard.

“We had fought back so well to get within three
shots and the Aussies were feeling it as well but then
we all made mistakes and it went from three shots
to 10 or 11 pretty quickly.

“It could have been different but you have to give it
to the Aussies — they played pretty solid golf for the
last two days and they deserved to win.”

Drewitt had a weekend to remember and led his
team to a fine victory. His four under par 68 ensured
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that Awustralia would claim another piece of
silverware to sit alongside the Trans Tasman Cup,
Nomura Cup and Southern Cross Cup.

His final round score proved to be the difference as
he combined with Sinnott (72) and Ryan Peake (71)
for a six under par total to secure what in the end
was a comfortable win.

“It was good to be able to back up that 65 from
yesterday and to play that good around Sir Michael
Hill's course was just amazing,” said Drewitt, who
finished as the leading individual on an eight under
par, winning by six shots from New Zealand’s
Campbell and compatriot Sinnott.

Drewitt was scoreboard watching throughout the
final round and knew the Kiwis were making a
charge.

“I' was aware of it but | just tried to play my own
game. | had confidence in the boys who have been
playing good this week. | was just trying to do what
I do and | was pleased to get it done.”

Australian team manager Craig Bishop was proud of
his boys after a trying final round.

“We're really happy,” he said.

"It got a bit tight out there and it was touch and go
for a while but | feel the boys stepped up and did
exactly what they needed to do to win. It was a
fantastic week. We had all the weather and then
today was just perfect.”

The damage to New Zealand's hopes came in the
third round. After fighting back in round two to
reduce the deficit to one shot, the Kiwis couldn’t
match the red hot scoring of Drewitt and Sinnott as
they fell 14 shots behind.

Argentina performed well in the final round with an
even par total to overtake South Africa (+5) into third
place by four shots.

The Four Nations Cup is an amalgamation of two
tournaments the Four Nations (between NZ,
Australia, Japan and Canada) and the Southern
Cross Cup (between NZ, Australia, South Africa and
Argentina) becoming one Stroke Play event.

The four international teams (NZ, Australia, South
Africa and Argentina) are made up of four male
players with the best three scores counting each day.
One round of golf was played each day for four days.

ASIAN AMATEUR CHAMPIONSHIP REVIEW

New Zealand’s Ben Campbell has fallen just
short of his dream of winning the Asian
Amateur Championship in Singapore after
a final round 70 saw him finish in third place
two shots back from Japan’s Hideki
Matsuyama.

The 20-year-old from the Masterton Golf Club, who
took a one shot lead into the final round after the
defending champion Matsuyama produced a
sensational 65 in round three, struggled early at The
Singapore Island Country Club.

It was a frustrating day for Campbell as the New
Zealander double-bogeyed the 2nd hole to see his
overnight lead turn into a two shot deficit to his
playing partner. He recovered well with birdies at
holes 3, 7 and 8 that kept him in contention. Further
birdies at 16 and 17 kept him in touch but
Matsuyama’s tap in par on the last for a five under
67 meant there would be no shock finish.

Campbell — who underwent surgery on his foot just
seven weeks ago — said: “I didn't find it easy. |
couldn’t seem to putt it in a line, where | wanted it
to. I made a bit of a run coming in and had a good
putt on 16, but overall it wasn't too bad.

“If someone said I'd finish third at the start of the
week 1'd be pretty happy but it was a bit of a
disappointment | suppose. Not where | wanted to
finish after a good run over the last few days but
that's the way these things go.”

In finishing third Campbell missed an invitation to
the Masters and also the prize for runner up which
was entry into the final stage of international
qualifying for the Open Championship in 2012.

Victory means a return to the Masters Tournament in
April for Matsuyama, where he made history last
year by becoming the first Asian golfer to win the
Silver Cup for low amateur.
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"At last year's Asian Amateur Championship, | was
able to enjoy the tournament because it was my first
time and | did not have a lot of pressure,” said the
19-year-old.

“But this time, since | knew that | had to win to play
Augusta again, it was extra pressure for me and it is
something I've never been through before.

"I think it was because | wanted so badly to go back
to play Augusta again. That is why the pressure was
there but | am happy that | managed to get over it.”

While South Korea’s Soo-min Lee missed out on the
title, as runner-up he will join Matsuyama in
International Final Qualifying for The Open
Championship 2012.

Hamilton amateur Mathew Perry had a three under
par 69 in the final round to climb to T-9th place.
Vaughan McCall capped off a fine week in Singapore
with a one under 73 for also a share of ninth place.

Auckland’s Ryan Fox had a disappointing four over
76 to drop 10 places into a share of 17th.

International rookie Sam An from the Titirangi Golf Club
in Auckland shot a three under 69 to finish tied 17th.

The fourth Asian Amateur Championship will be
staged at Amata Spring Country Club in Chonburi,
southeast of Thailand’s capital city of Bangkok, from
November 1-4, 2012.
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
